Aims:

3. Help to develop interest in learning knowledge.
4. Let students observe more about their daily life
Details:
1. Students can form teams of 3 to join the competition.

2. Junior forms and senior forms will have separate competitions.

3. Teams will be matched randomly for competition 

4. If one team win the other team, they can continue the competition until the champion is decided.
5. In each round, questions from different aspects will be asked to both team.  The answers from the both team will be showed at the same time.  The team which answers wrongly will be out and the team which wins will continue to compete with other teams until the champion is decided.

6. Questions will be asked about different aspects such as map, news, skills etc. not just questions about the things we learn in lessons but also some knowledge about daily life.
7. The winner will receive a certificate and small gifts.

Aims:

Details:

3. Participants will enter a completely dark 75 min walk exhibition and their guides will be the visually impaired, they will tell the students the place they are in and how can they “see” even they are blind.
4. Students will share opinions and feelings after the exhibition and can self exam themselves.
Lunar New Year Chinese – Spring Couplets in Calligraphy

Aims of the activity: 
  Lunar New Year is a traditional Chinese festival. People will write and stick their spring couplets in their home. In fact, Tanghin is like our 2nd home. Schoolmates can stick the spring couplets in their classrooms just like their home. Schoolmates can have their unique couplets.  Also they can buy those written by our teachers. The money received will be donated to charity. It can help the people in need and also schoolmates can have fun and interaction with teachers.
Details:
1) Promote the activity by putting up posters and delivering speeches in the morning assembly, etc

2) Prepare the paper and ask some schoolmates and teachers to write their spring couplets for us.
3) Set up a counter at the playground during lunch time.
4) Invite teachers to write their spring couplets impromptu.
5) 2 of us would promote activity during lunch time. 2 of us would be responsible for selling the spring couplets and 1 of us could maintain the order.
Problems and Difficulties we may encounter:

1) Not enough paper
->We will prepare more paper
2) Not enough teachers’ contribution
   -> Ask every teacher to help us write at least 2 spring couplets.
3) There may be too many schoolmates joining us
  ->Maintain the order.
->We may set 2counters, 1 for selling & 1 for writing.
Charity Sale in The New Year
Aim of the activity:
 After the clean up for the new year, students can donate things they no longer need for the charity sale. The funds will be donated to charity. Students can also share the things they don’t need and be more environmentally friendly.  This can raise their environmental awareness.
Details:
1. This activity will be held after the Chinese New Year holiday, to give students enough time to collect things over the Lunar New Year clean-up.
2. There will be three days set aside for collection. Students can give the items to the Student Union at lunchtime or after school.
3. All items will be checked carefully to make sure that they are suitable for sale and are in fairly good condition.
4. We will put a price on each item.
5. The items will be sold at lunchtime (after 1:45) and afterschool (3:45-4:30)
6. All funds received will be donated to the charity.
Problems and difficulties we may encounter:
1. Some things cannot be sold because they are too old or unsuitable. 
Solution:
(a) For the items we sell, we will give detailed criteria.  We will also make suggestions of suitable items for sale.
(b) We should check the items carefully.
2. Some items will be left behind after the activity 
Solution:
(a)We can donate those items to charity.
Green Fashion Show

Aim of the activity :

1.To learn that many materials can be recycled thus to increase the awareness of environmental protection among students.

2. To boost student’s creativity 

Details :

Students should design one set of clothes by using recycling materials. All other materials are not acceptable. After they hand in their drafts, we will pass it to the DC teachers. If any two DC teachers permitted the competitor’s work we will tell the students that they can join our Catwalk Show. If the DC teachers didn’t permit it, those students should get two DC teacher’s signature by themselves in order to join the Catwalk Show. 

In the Catwalk Show, competitors are expected to wear their works which are made by recycling materials.

Notice: 

1.Students must wear PE uniform inside and wear their clothes at the outside when they take part in the catwalk show for safety concerns.

2.We will invite teachers to be our judges. 

Method of Promotion:

We will deliver morning speeches during the morning assembly, through posters along the corridor and on the classroom notice board.
Water Adventure(水上歷奇)
Venue: Tai Mei Tuk Outdoor Water Activities Centre
Aims:

1. Through different water activities, students can gain more courage and know more about their abilities.  They can gain more confidence.

2. Students can develop an interest towards water activities and can be more healthy.

Details:

1. Committee members will communicate with the centre and book the activity.
2. The coach at the activity centre will have a short session of briefing about safety precautions and a short talk about the challenges.
3. During the activities, students may challenge themselves with some exciting water activities such as canoeing so as to learn more about themselves how far can their abilities go.
4. There will be sharing time after the activity.
Notice:
1. Students must notify their parents before joining this activity as there is potential danger for water activities.
Fun day
Aims:
1. To release stress from the stressful academic works.
2. Let both students and teachers to have a memorable day.

3. Help students to get along with their schoolmates through numerous games.

4. Enhance the relationship between teachers and students through numerous games.
Details:
The event would be divided into two sections:

Game section:
In fun day, some games will be held. Here are the games.
(a) Song-guessing: We will play the introduction of each songs we prepared then both teachers and students can tell us the name of the songs
(b) Do what you see(以訛傳訛): Some students will be invited to participate this game with teachers.  In every team, there will be about 4-5 members.  All participants cannot speak in this game.  They need to show the answer to their partners by body language in the limited time.  After the student saw the body language, they can pass the body language on to the next student.  The team who can answer more quickly and correctly will win.
(c) Guess the preference of the teacher:  We will ask the teachers their preference before and then we will prepare photos related to their own preferences and show them to our students.  Students can then guess whose preference does it belong to and then learn more about our teachers.
(d) Teaher singing section

We will also invite some teacher to have a performance, e.g. Mr.Fung Ka Fai can sing some old songs.  This can surely let the students learn more about our teachers.
Problems and difficulties may encounter:
-Since there are so many students in the hall at the same time, some of them may not participate in the games.  To be more fair, we can draw students randomly from different forms and classes to give opportunities to everyone.

Venue
: School football pitch

Target
: All students and teachers

Material
: Chairs and tables, dodge ball, record sheets, score board and some ropes for surrounding the playground
Aims:

1. Improve the relationship between teachers and students..
2. To promote sportsmanship and team spirit.
3. Both teachers and students can relax after their heavy loads of work or studies.

4. Through the dodge ball competition, students and teachers can learn from each other and show a healthy spirit of competition.
Details:

1. We will invite teachers and students to take part in the competition.

2. We will promote the activities by making announcements in the morning assemblies, putting up posters and boards in school.

3. Students can sign up on the SunDay notice board.
4. Each team should have 5 start-up members and 3 substitutions in each match.

5. Students’ teams will play in the knock-out phase.

6. The champion among students’ teams will play against the Teachers’ Team.

7. In each match, there will be three to five judges, responsible for judging the match and recording the progress, etc.

8. Other rules or information about Teacher Students Dodge Ball Competition will be announced before the start of the competition.

Difficulties and solutions:

1. There may be too many student teams participating.

→ We will limit the number of participating teams on a first-come-first-served basis.

2. Bad weather affecting the matches.

→ We may postpone the matches and make corresponding announcement as soon as possible.
3. Decisions made by judges may be different.

→ We will have a chief judge and an assisting judge. Decisions made by the chief judge will be the final decision.  We will hold a judge course before the competition.
Teacher students volleyball competition

Material
: Chairs and tables, volleyball, record sheets, score board, net
Aims:
· Enhance teacher-student relationships.

· Promote volleyball and sports, which can keep all of us healthy and fit.

· Trough the volleyball competition, students and teachers can learn about the game from each others.

· Both teachers and students can relax after a hard day of work or study.

Details:

· SunDay will invite teachers and students to take part in the competition.
· SunDay will promote the activities by announcements at morning assemblies, and with posters and display boards throughout school.

· Each team should have 6 start-up member for each match, and 3 substitutions.

· The first team to get 25 points is the winner.
· The first team to win 2 rounds first is the championship.
· Student teams will play in the elimination rounds.

· The student champions will play against the Teachers.

· In each match, there will be four to five judges, responsible for judging the match and keeping a record of proceedings.

Difficulties and solutions:

Teacher Students Football Competition(Teacher mix students team)
Date

: In March 2012
Time
: After School, from 16:00 to 18:00
Venue
: School football pitch

Target
: All students and teachers

Aims:

1. Improve the relationship between teachers and students.  They can communicate more when they’re playing on the same team.
2. To promote sportsmanship and team spirit.
3. Both teachers and students can relax after their heavy loads of work or studies.

4. Through the competition, students and teachers can learn from each other and show a healthy spirit of competition.
Details:

1. We will invite teachers and students to take part in the competition.

2. We will promote the activities by making announcements in the morning assemblies, putting up posters and boards in school.

3. Students can sign up on the SunDay notice board.
4. Each team should have both teachers and students, and the ration of students to teachers should be at least 3:2

5. In each match, there will be three to five judges, responsible for judging the match and recording the progress, etc.

Difficulties and solutions:

Bad weather affecting the matches.

→ We may postpone the matches and make corresponding announcement as soon as possible.
Decisions made by judges may be different.

→ We will have a chief judge and an assisting judge. Decisions made by the chief judge will be the final decision.  We will hold a judge course before the competition.
Easter Party
Venue: Hall
Date: After second test
Aims of the activity:

  After 2nd Test, Easter is approaching and schoolmates can relax with a party after the stress of the test. An Easter party has never been held in Tang Hin before and our schoolmates will welcome the festival spirit. They can decorate their own Easter egg and express their creativity.
Details 

1) Promote the party with posters and speeches at morning assembly, etc

2) Post a form outside the SU for premises schoolmates to join the party
3) 2 of the committees will be the leader responsible for the party. 2 of the committees will organize and supervise. 2 of the committees would prepare the food and drinks. Also they will prepare the Easter eggs and colored pencils for the Easter Egg design activity.

4) Games/activities:

A. Treasure hunt for Easter eggs:

  Committees will hide the Easter eggs in the hall before the party starts and participants can hunt for them. 

B. Designing a unique Easter egg

  Students will be given a boiled egg and they can draw different patterns on it and to have an Easter egg of their own.

C. Protecting egg race

      Each group of students will be given an egg and some material to protect the egg e.g. newspapers, plastic cups, feathers etc.  They can then use the materials to protect the egg.  We will put some newspapers on the playground to make sure that the floor will not be dirty.  Then, students can throw the eggs from the halls opened window to the playground and the ones whose eggs are not broken will be the winner.
Problems and Difficulties that we may encounter :

· The Easter eggs can break easily.
· ->We will prepare some spare boiled eggs for our schoolmates and also tell them to be careful.  
· ->We will also put some newspaper around the working area to avoid making the hall dirty.
· Food and drinks are not enough.
· ->Schoolmates will only be allowed to bring limited number of drinks and we will tell them not to waste food, so that there is enough for everyone.
· There may be too many people at the party
· ->Set a quota for the party and print it on the form.
I’m Not A Stupid(我不是港孩)

Background:

  Not long ago at the hall, our principal talked about problems most of the children in Hong Kong faces and pointed out the problem of Hong Kong children can do nothing except for studying.  They are lack in different skills.

Aims:

1. By holding this activity, students will be able to show the different side of them to our teachers and to gain confidence from them.

2. Teachers can change their view towards students who they think are typical Hong Kong child.  They can also appreciate students more even their academic results are not very satisfactory.

Details:

There will be games requiring different skills to complete including strategy skills, speed, language, team spirit etc. Students will be divided into 4 groups to play the games.

1. I’m a mute:  In this game , every group will be divided into 3 teams, each team will be responsible to build a part of something by using lego.  Only the team responsible for the part can see the final product of that part and memorize how to build that part.  Each group will be given 10 mins for the 3 teams to start to build their responsible part.  After 10 mins the teams will swap, so that they will not know what to do since that’s not the part they’re responsible for.  Teams can’t speak to each other directly unless they’re using pen and paper.  Teams can submit their paper to our committees and they can tell each other what to do next.  Every 10 mins, the teams swap places.  The game ends when the first team can finish making all the parts.

2. Ball Game:  Committees will place a red line on the ground far away from the students.  The group will be organized to form a circle.  A student from the other groups will be chosen to be the ‘monkey’ in each group.  The other students have to keep passing the ball and do not let the ‘monkey’ touch the ball.  The group will try to reach the place behind the red line while trying not to let the ‘monkey’ touch the ball.  If the ‘ monkey’ touched the ball, the group need to start from the starting line again. The time will be recorded for each group.  The group finish this game in the shortest time will be the winner.

3. New Buyers:  Each group has to collect the things ordered by the committees.  Things ordered by the committees for each group will be different so groups will be able to borrow thing from the other groups.  The groups need to collect the most items in a certain period of time.
The fastest and most generous group will be given a prize respectively.

4. I show you think:  A student from each group will be chosen to show the answers given by the committees to his group mates by using body language and Putonghua at the same time.  The words given by the committees will be in English so that students can use their language skills in the game.  Each group will have 2 mins for the game and the group which can answer the most in the time will be the winner.
War Game(Tang Hin神槍手)
Aims:

1) To help our schoolmates develop their communication skills, which are very important for the future, especially for group projects.  Some students do not know how to communicate or cooperate with the others.  Others will benefit from more practice. They will learn to get along with others and improve their self-confidence.  They will also be able to cooperate with others too.
2) To teach students about the cruelty of war as they may be ‘killed’ in the game.  This will help them to appreciate the value of life.
3) Students can develop a team spirit how to win as ateam and how to accept failure as a team. They can learn how to accept losing gracefully.
Details:

1) Committees will cooperate with a teenage activity centre away from the school to hold the war game and ask a teacher to be responsible for this activity.
2) There will be a briefing section before the game to express the aims and the things to learn through the game.

3) The coach in the war game center will explain the rules and safety precautions to the students.
4) Participants will be divided into groups to play the game and to develop team spirit.

5) After the games, participants will be asked about their feelings and the coach of the game will hold a brief talk after that to make the game more meaningful. Students can talk about what they learnt about war and how they felt about being “dead”. They will value life more.  They will be asked to write reflection too and it will be posted up on a board.
Remark: 

1. Participants may get bruises when playing the games. So they should be checked for fitness.
2. There may be too many students wanting to join the game so we shall set a quota of 25.
3. We will find the safest teenage center and try it by ourselves before letting our fellow schoolmates to join this activity.
Lunch Music Concert
Date: Every three month
Time: 1:45-2:00
Venue: Lecture Theater
Target: Students who are interested
Aim:
1. Enhance student relationships.
2. Students can show their music abilities to their schoolmates, which can help them to gain confidence.
3. Students have a platform to tell others about their abilities and also to express their feelings through a peaceful medium, which is music
Details:
1. SunDay will provide an application form every month so students can come to apply.
2. SunDay will promote the activities by making announcements at the morning assemblies, posters and boards in school.
3. In this concert, there will not be any judges.
4. The performers must be approved by us before they perform to ensure there is no consultable content in their performance.
5. The rules and information for the Lunch Concert will be announced before the concert starts.
6. During the concert, students are free to come and go.
7. The participants of the concert can choose to perform solo or with other performers.
Difficulties and solutions:
1. There may be too many students participating.
→ We will limit the number of participating teams on a first come first serve basis.

2. The Lecture Theater has been borrowed by others
→We can change the date and make an announcement.
Homework Guidance and Assistance
Activity held: Every Friday
Time: 3:45-5:30
Venue: Any classroom(We will post the venue)
Target: Form One/Form two students
Aim:
1. To help juniors to solve difficulties in learning
2. Provide a platform for students to exchange their ideas and express their problems in learning(Some students may feel shy to ask teachers though they don’t really understand what the teachers said)
3. Give students from different classes and forms the opportunity to meet each other and make more new friends(contact with a wider range of people)
Background of having this activity:
Many newcomers to Tang Hin find it very difficult to finish homework without help or they face many problems in their study but the teachers don’t have enough time to solve all their difficulties. Some students may not have a quiet place to study.  Therefore, we decided to hold this activity to help them.
Details:
  Every Friday, there will be 3 to 4 committee or sub-committee responsible for the homework class and students can go to join the class freely with no need to sign up.  We will start recruiting students mentors from different forms once the activity are ready to run.
Problems and solutions:
1. Some students are too shy to ask us for help and do not come to our room.
->We can invite outstanding students from different forms to be our mentors from a wider range of people.  We can advertise.
2. There may be too many students applying.
->We will set a limit for each group, and for mentors.
3. We cannot solve the problems of the students.
->We will invite some teachers as our consultants when we cannot help students to solve their problems, we will refer the problem to our consultants. They will answer the questions when they have time.
Lending equipment
Aim of activity:
Every student experiences a few setbacks, which cause inconvenience in their school life. So we wound like to give them a helping hand.
Flow details:
1. Equipment provided: balls, umbrellas, socks, hair dryers, masks
2. Equipment stored at the student union site.
3. Each student can use the equipment before 5pm on that day.(except umbrellas)
4. Each borrower should record their personal information.
Difficulties and solutions
1) The equipment becomes and useless
· We would regularly renew the equipment to keep the quality
2) The borrowers might not return the equipments on time
· We would set up penalty system to avoid the delayed return.
3) The borrowers might lose the umbrellas
> We will ask the borrowers to pay the $40 deposit before they borrow the umbrellas
Selling equipment
Aims:
Students experience unexpected problems (out of ink or the start of a menstrual period.)
We will sell stationery, sanitary towels and tissues at the lowest price for you.
Details:
1. We will sell the equipment during lunch and after school before 5 pm at the student union site.
2. We will post a poster outside the student union site to let students to read the latest information about the equipment
3. Expected cost : according to the demand and cost of the equipment needed
4. Expected fee: the cost of the equipment
5. There will be 2 committees and2 sub committees in the student union site in charge to sell the equipment every day
Difficulties and solutions
1)  Some brands of equipment that students want are not provided in our counter
>  We will send a questionnaire to every class and get the brand is the most popular among students
2)  Some equipment may be in short supply
>  We will record the transaction including the brand, in order to facilitate the more efficient supply of equipment for student use.
The Bridge Wall

Aim: 
Students need a way to express their opinions to the school, which can be done through using the bridge wall this year.  The wall for opinion is a symbol of democracy in Tang Hin, so we decided to keep this as one of the ways for our students to express their feelings and opinions.
The opinion Wall only showed the opinions from students but there are no responds to them in the past.  To help increase the communication between students and teachers, we will find teachers to respond to their opinions this year.  We hope that by doing this, students and teachers can both understand each other more and can help making our school a better one.
Details:

1. The bridge wall will be divided into 2 parts, the opinion to school part and the free speak part.

The opinion to school part: Students can express their opinions to our school, opinions can be about school rules, facilities or services etc.
The Free Speak Part: Students can share whatever they like in this part ,like thanking their teachers or classmates. 

2. All posts have to be submitted to the Student Union first to make sure that all the posts are suitable to be posted on the board.  Posts cannot contain content with violence, pornography or personal attack.
4. Students must mark their names on the post so that we can tell he/she the newest information about the responds from the school.
5. If the bridge wall is too full with post, we will use the new one to replace the oldest one so that more opinions can be shown on the wall.
6.  For each post to the school, we will find a teacher to respond so that students can know more about the reason of doing so and what do the teachers think and thus increase understanding for the both sides.
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
